Instructions
i) Stand up the whiteboard so it is vertical. Press (but don’t rub) a piece of paper against the whiteboard surface. Release the paper and observe.
 ii) Now press the paper against the whiteboard surface and rub it vigorously against the surface. Release the paper and observe.
iii) Try this with the paper against different surfaces. Does the surface seem to matter?

A. Observations (with diagrams and words, using + or – signs to indicate charges on objects)
Labeled diagram(s) to show the effect of rubbing the paper against the whiteboard surface compared to just pressing it against the surface. 
B. Inferences (in complete sentences Underline key words used)
· speculate as to why the paper responded differently depending on whether or not it was pressed or rubbed against the surface of the whiteboard. If different surfaces produced different results, speculate as to why this happened. 
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
