Styrofoam cup

Instructions

Touch the ebonite rod with your hands to neutralize any charge. Touch your hand to a water tap to neutralize yourself.

· Bring the ebonite rod parallel to the can, laid on its side, and bring it close to the can without touching. Observe any effects. 

· Now rub the ebonite rod vigorously with the fur. Bring it again parallel to the aluminum can, without touching. Observe the effects.

· Run your hand along the ebonite rod and then touch your hand to the water tap. Place the ebonite rod alongside the can. Note if there are any change in the effects.

· Replace the aluminum can with the styrofoam cup. Bring the ebonite rod close, without touching, to the cup. Observe the effects.

· Labelled diagram(s) to help with the following description

i) Show what you did in order to get the aluminum can to move

ii) Show the effect of rubbing your hand along the ebonite rod

i) speculate as to why the can moved when the ebonite rod was rubbed with fur and brought close

ii) speculate as to why rubbing the ebonite rod with your hand made a difference to the can’s motion

iii) speculate as to any observed differences in the cup’s motion 
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
